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As we enter the 21st Century it is clear that we have entered an unprecedented global age in which our diverse cultures, religions, philosophies, worldviews and perspectives encounter one another in the marketplace of our global village. It is now clear that our future sustainability on this planet calls for radical advances in our rational and human capacities to negotiate the powerful forces between worlds as the human family moves towards a sustainable global civilization. It is also clear that humanity is in the midst of a profound evolutionary shift in consciousness that has been millennia in the making. This book seeks to open a hitherto untapped higher dimension of global reason and global wisdom that our great planetary traditions of first philosophy have been pioneering through the ages.

The narrative takes us deeply into diverse wisdom traditions, east, west and other, across disciplinary orientations, and makes clear that when we step back and gain critical distance from our more localized worldviews and perspectives, and open higher global space where our diverse traditions of first philosophy may appear together, astounding patterns and dynamics come into relief that could not be readily seen before.  One such finding that that there is and must be an Infinite Primal Origin, Source, Force what is the generative power behind all our diverse worldviews, cultures, religions, philosophies, disciplines and perspectives.  This Infinite Source has been the moving force and focus behind our great traditions of first philosophy.  But the deeper global dimension in which this Infinite Power is adequately approached had not been developed, and the technology of consciousness and the grammar of this global origin had not been fully brought forth.  This is the missing grammar of Logos, understood now as a global name.

Another astounding finding through the clarification of the grammar of Logos and the appropriate form of thinking that releases and taps its power, is that we humans co-create our living realities, our worldviews, through the conduct of our consciousness.  Here we see that the supreme technology in the human condition is the technology of mind- our patterns of minding.  And our great traditions of first philosophy suggest that when our minding is lodged in egocentric or monocentric patterns of thought we break our vital connection with our Primal Source, and invariably fall into chronic patterns of fragmentation, deep dualisms, alienation, and existential dysfunctions at the personal, inter-personal and cultural levels.  By contrast, the consensus of global wisdom makes clear that when we mature in our rational capacities and rise into more integral, holistic and deep dialogic patterns of minding we become whole beings, discover our true human nature, and flow in a higher form of rational life, moral consciousness, scientific maturation and compassionate political life.

Through our dilated global lens we now see that egomental forces have continued to dominate our cultures, institutions and personal lives and has eclipsed our direct access to our Primal Life Source, distorted the integral space of natural reason, deformed our true human nature, repressed the global common ground between our diverse worlds, religions, cultures and disciplines, and covered over the ever surrounding power of natural language, deeper meaning and has produced chronic existential suffering in our human condition.  The book develops simple and powerful notation to help the reader detect, clarify and experience the difference between these two dimensions of life and discourse and seeks to provide powerful rational tools for our individual and collective crossing into the space of global consciousness which is the key to the emergence of sustainable global cultures in the new millennium.  It becomes possible to tap the amazing latent power of Global Wisdom and Global Reason.

Given the groundbreaking nature of this work it is designed to cross over and reach a wide ranging audience on a global scale, both across our academic worlds as well as for general readers beyond the academy.  It may be accompanied by a 6 CD Audio performance recently released by Sounds True – Awakening the Global Mind- which develops central themes from this book.

It would be of keen interest to the global market.  The narrative is meant to be open and accessible to a general reader with no background in philosophy- it is an introduction to global philosophy.  It is meant to reach all global citizens who are seeking a higher space for our emerging lives as global citizens, as global human beings.  So it is relevant to cultural studies, to inter-cultural studies, to religious studies and inter-religious studies.  It is relevant to political life across borders- diplomacy, conflict resolution, peace studies.

Of course it is of wide interest to the academic worlds –faculty, students, administrators- since the narrative suggests that egomental “rationality” is an adolescent stage of rational development that we have long outgrown, and we urgently need to open higher space for the more mature forms of global reason and deep dialogue across worlds.  So this narrative has profound implications for the renovation of Education and  gives a blueprint for the advancement of integral liberal arts based upon global rationality.  This opens new horizons for inter-cultural and inter-disciplinary studies and provides rational tools for the advancement of Integral Studies.

The book should also be of keen interest to philosophers on a global scale since it seeks to open space for Global Reason, and demonstrates that egomental “reason” is not adequate to process or understand the deeper dimensions of natural reason and natural language.  So any reader interested in rationality, logic of language, the nature of natural language and the nature of world making- culture making- would find this quite relevant.

This book, in seeking to open the hitherto inaccessible dimension of the “Grammar of Logos” understood in the context of global rationality and first philosophy, is an excursion into deep ontology and seeks to bring out as not yet available a missing ‘Global ontology” or Worldview that is the focal point of the emerging frontier of the sciences as well as of philosophy.  The book gives a critique of knowledge, showing that egomental mind blocks the maturation of scientific method and impedes true critical thinking across worldviews.

For all these reasons this book seeks to reach out to a wide global market across disciplines, across the academy and beyond the academy into the general marketplace.
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
